Short Speech Assignment– Demonstration Speech 

Choose something you could demonstrate for the class in 3-5 minutes. This should be a skill that you believe would be beneficial for your audience to learn. You will actually bring in props and show us how to do this skill, rather than explain how to do it. The presentation should have a structured introduction and conclusion. Where possible, have the audience participate in your demonstration. 
Speech Outline – Must by typed and printed out (Find a way!)
· Name

· “How To” Title
· Introduction Statement (How did you learn this, and why does it matter)
· List of materials that you will be using (your own body can be one of your materials used to demonstrate) (
· Chronological steps (Should be complete Sentences)
· Conclusion Statement (Now you know how to… How will this benefit us?)
The Speech:

· 3-5 Minutes in length. Practice at home, and time yourself

· Must be extemporaneous – limited reliance on notes

· Use a full sound – presentation voice

· Include gestures, where appropriate

· Vary the pitch of your voice – no monotones!

· Begin and end your speech with enthusiasm
